embroidery hoops, needles, threads of various colors, fabric samples, tracing paper, design
templates. Participants were given ample time to practice the demonstrated stitches on fabric
samples and were guided on how to transfer designs onto fabric and apply their newly acquired

skills to create simple embroidered patterns.



The resource person demonstrated fundamental embroidery stitches, such as running
stitch, backstitch, french knots. Participants were encouraged to explore their creativity and
experiment with different stitch combinations and color palettes. A dedicated time slot was
allocated for participants to clarify their doubts and seek guidance from the resource person.
