There were 17 papers presented
at various seminars. The faculty has made
I commendable number of paper publications. There are
as many as 75 publications in high impact, peer
reviewed International and National journals and
periodicals of repute. Dr. Cinthya Christopher,
Department of Botany, wrote a chapter in a book
§ published by Kerala State Biodiversity Board. And Dr.
Ayona Jayadev from the Department of Environmental
Sciences published a chapter in a book published by
Research India Publication.

The Department of English is an approved
Research Centre with the University of Kerala. There
are three research guides with a total of eight research
scholars attached to the centre at present. Seven
members of the teaching faculty of the college (Dr.

Kalpana Chawla is a name which is
familiar to all, mainly us, Indians. She was the
first Indian-American astronaut and the first
Indian woman to go into space. She first flew on
space shuttle Columbia in 1997 when she was
35 as a mission specialist and primary robotic
arm operator. In 2003 we were shocked to hear
that we lost our little daughter in the space shuttle
Columbia disaster when the space craft disinte-
grated during its reentry into earth’s atmosphere.

Chawla was posthumously awarded the congres-

sional space of medal of honor and several
strects, universities and institutions have been
named in her honour.

Even though Chawla was born on March
17, 1962 her official date of birth was Julyl,
1961 to allow her to become eligible for the
matriculation exam. As a child, Kalpana liked
to draw pictures of aeroplane. After getting a

After
becoming a U.S. Citizen in 1991
she joined NASA Astronaut Corps
in 1995 and was selected for her

first flight in 1996.

Her first space mission be-

- ™

- gan on November 19, 1997 as a

part of the six-astronaut crew that flew the space
shuttle Columbia flight STS-87 she was the first
Indian-born woman and second Indian to fly in
space after Rakesh Sharma in 1984.

In 2002, Chawla was selected for her sec-
ond flight as part of the crew of STS-107. This
mission was repeatedly delayed due to schedul-
ing conflicts and technical problems such as the
July 2002 discovery of cracks in the shuttle en-
gine follow liners. After many more experiments,
the mission started. After 31 days 14 hours 54
minutes when the space shuttle was trying for re-
enter the atmosphere, it started disintegrating.
After the disaster, the space shuttle operations
were suspended for more than two years.

Chawla’s remains were identified along
with the rest of the crew members and were cre-

mated and scattered at National Park in Utah in |

“Come back home by 6’O clock”, “No,
you cant go because it is too far from home”
are two of the most common cliches that a girl,
especially one in India is most likely to hear on
a daily basis. If she has a brother, and her fam-
ily os a conservative one, then, no doubt, the
girl is a subject of gender inequality at the fa-
milial level.

Gender inequality has its roots in the Me-
dieval Ages. It is not something that came into
existence all of a sudden. In the Stone Age, when
the whole of humanity relied on hunting, gender
inequality was something unheard of. All human
beings, be it a man or a woman, was free to
hunt. It was the dawn of the Middle Ages and
the ascend in the intellectual quality of man that
brought about a drastic change in the scenario.

In the Medieval Ages, agriculture was the
cornerstone of human civilization. With the on-
coming of agrarian civilization, there arouse the
question of possession of land and its bequeath-
ment. Women were objectified as entities whose
only job was to give a man, his sons. It is the
fabrication of this ideology that subsequently
brought about the concept of patriarchy and fe-
male subjection.

This concept is not just confined to the
Middle Ages. Traces of it can be found in the
Bible too. Eve’s act of persuading Adam to con-
sume the apple of Eden has been interpreted, or
more correctly, misinterpreted by the scholars of
the age. They viewed this act as a reason as well
as a justification for the subduction of a woman
by a man.

When the concept of gender inequality is
taken into consideration, it can be described that
it is felt at two levels: familial and societal. In
conservative families, a man keeps a woman at
home in the pretext of safeguarding her from the
violence that would be inflicted on her by the
society. The irony lies on the fact that the same
woman becomes a victim of domestic violence.
An urban woman who has a job and has to go
to her workplace on a daily basis might also
encountfer the same fate. This violence renders
them powerless and voiceless. The former class
of women, after the death of their husbands on
whom they were economically dependent, will
become propertyless and resourceless, which will
make them victims of societal violence. The ru-
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ral women, on the other hand, try to raise their
voice against violence, but when they do so, they
are branded as “non-conformists”, which inturn
makes them an easy target of violence.

When we go deeper into the problem,
one may come to know that gender equality stems
{ from the aspect of a woman'’s chastity and faith-

&) fulness. Men try to control her sexuality using vio-

lence. This further brings about the concept a
dominant husband and a submissive wife.

But when feminism spread across the
globe like wildfire, womankind became aware
of the concepts of “submission” and “gender in-
equality”. Because of massive movements, ac-
tivities and the struggle for acquiring rights and
equality of women, the concept of patriarchy
gradually became fractured. More and more
people, including men began to fight for women'’s
rights and independence. As a result of this, in
most parts of the world women could acquire
parity with men. A woman, then was appellated

s “the fairer-sex”.

This rise of feminism and the increasing
awareness on women’s rights had a huge impact
on the Indian sub-continent too. For example, the
case of Mary Roy winning a lawsuit in 1986 against
the inheritance legislation of the Keralite Syrian
Christian community in the Supreme Court brought
about a judgement which ensured equal rights for
Syrian Christian Women with their male siblings in
the inheritance of their ancestral property.

The Nari
Mukthi Sangharsh Sammelan was a successful f
mass rally which acquired the participation of
10,000 women.

All these instances point towards the fact
that the concept of “womanhood” is undergoing
a drastic chance. The spread of feminism in In-
dia played a huge role in bringing about this
change. The feminists in India derive their inspi-
ration from the Virangana tradition which includes
heroic and spirited female figures like Razea Sul-
tana, Durgavati and Rani of Jhansi.

However, in the end she is replaced by her
husband’s concubine, Lotus. Later in 1936 Mar-
garet Mitchell’s coming-of-age novel ‘Gone with
the Wind’ presented us with the bold and charm-
ing, Scarlett O’Hara. Losing her childhood sweet
heart Ashley, sets forth a chain of events in her
life set during the American Civil War, we see
Scarlett’s growth from an obstinate young woman
to an brave survivor.

The Oxford English dictionary (since it
seems to be the go-to reference for everybody)
defines feminism as “the belief that women are
equal to men” — that’s all it is ; all genders are
equal and deserve equal rights. There is no
hidden agenda for women to take over the world

and make men their slaves! Why , then, are
people so reluctant or downright afraid to use
the term feminist? Social conditioning, obviously.

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That's always the first line of defense against a
woman who disagrees even slightly with a public
opinion- sexual assault.

So, the people who deny being a feminist,
but support gender equality, what do they call
themselves? |'ve heard the word ‘humanist’ being
used a lot. I'm sorry but the word “humanism’
doesn’t have anything to do with the gender
discourse. Humanism came into fashion during
the Renaissance in the 15™ century. It’s a belief
that supports the idea that humans should
depend more on reason and logic than a blind
faith and the divine. Nothing to do with the
gender discussion.

The hesitation towards feminism comes
from a long history of patriarchal ideology both
intentionally and unintentionally pushed down on
people all over the world, only in different forms.
It's there in the slightest of casual comments like
“boys don’t cry,” or “you hit like a girl”. It's
there when your father worries about getting his
daughter married off and his son a job. It's there
when men and women who work the same jobs
are paid vastly different. As long as we are not
made aware of and educated about this sly
oppression even in the smallest of scenarios,
patriarchy thrives. Education about sexism and
gender equality should start from a small age
for all children; both at home and in school.
Unless and until people are given their
fundamental rights, regardless of gender, caste,
or class, what semblance of peace or unity do
we hope to achieve? However idealistic it may

seem.

It does feel good to see both men and
women, boys and girls, slowly but surely owning
the ‘feminist’ label. When you claim an insult, it
takes the power out of it. The word ‘feminichi’
has been hurled around lately , trying to insult
women who take a stand publicly.

It was like being
slapped on the face with gale forced winds. | lost
my balance and was almost knocked off my feet. |
rushed downstairs and switched on the television
and saw the words ‘Deep Depression” staring at
me. Whatever that was | knew it was not good.

She was going on about the safety of our
city. | sat and looked on, filled with terror. | just
wanted to see my parents, | thought | would be
braver in such situations But, | was not.

By twelve o’clock my mother came home
bringing with her the horror she had seen on the
way back home. Thiruvananthapuram, one of the
most stable cities in our state, was attacked, ran-
sacked and lashed at by a terrific cyclone. Trees
and trunks were strewn around obstructing public
life and power supply. Flexs and billboards flew
around the roads like ghosts. The city was terror
stricken, panic engulfed each and everyone.

Playing with the hem of my t-shirt, | sat on
the steps listening to the sound of the winds. It was
dark inside the house and in my mind too. | don't
know which was more darker. | waited for my father
to return safe and sound. | forgot hunger and thirst
in the wake of the deadly cyclone. | sat there for
almost an hour listening to every bout of the cy-
clonic winds, hearing the trees falling down one after
one in the next compound. The winds subsided
around half past two my father returned safe. |
should have been relieved. But | could not bring

myself to laugh or cry. | sat there hugging my knees
afraid to close my eyes, perking up my ears for the
sound of the next wind.

The next two days were spent in darkness

For those two days | could not sleep. | tried
to rationalize, thinking maybe it was because of
the blackout, | knew it was something more. | heard
about the fishermen and their families. | knew how |-
scared and depressed | was when my parents were
late to return. | could not even begin to compre-
hend the pain they must have endured. | walked |
around my house everyday.

To run for my life with my
family.

OKHI, the demonic cyclone must have left
the subcontinent but the terror, horror and
depression that it brought in its train stayed.

This was the first natural disaster | had ever
experienced and | never expected it to have such
a huge impact on my life. Days and months have
passed after the disaster. And | know | have not
fully recovered from the terror yet.

| know | am not a victim in any sense of the
term. But | felt it feed on my fear. | stood and
watched, knowing | would not be able to shield
myself from it. | could close my eyes and ears. But
| could not stop myself from waking up in the middle
of the night expecting to be drowned or swallowed
by the earth. | have sinned against my planet. But,
| don’t know whether it was grave enough to wipe
me off the face of earth. It took us all days to re-
turn back to normal life. Today | can joke about it
with my friends but | am not brave enough to do

SO.

The cyclone OKHI was a product of an in-
tensified deep depression’. A depression that origi-
nated in the Indian ocean but culminated in the
Indian minds. It look back, today, grateful to be
alive. But, somewhere at the back of my mind |
can still feel the strong winds blowing over me and
the fear seeping and coursing through my veins.

.ﬂfew days ago while | was reading the

newspaper, a particular news item caught my
eye. It was about an old tribal woman named
Lakshmikutty Amma winning the Padmashri
| Award and her eventful life story. Her journey
from a poor tribal woman to the healer of many
left a deep impact on me.

Padmashri Lakshmikutty Amma lives in a
small palm leafed hut in a tribal settlement deep
in the forest of Kallar in Thiruvananthapuram.
The seventy four year old woman is a poet, poi-
son healer and teacher at Kerala Folklore Acad-
emy. Amma, whose husband died two years back, stays alone in the forest and
grows medicinal plants around her house. Her two sons passed away and the
third one is working for the Indian Railways.

All the knowledge on herbal treatment was passed on from her mother
who had worked as a midwife. She can prepare about five hundred medicinal
treatments from memory but people mainly approach her for poison treatment
and insect bites. Many fondly refer to her as ‘Vanamuthashi’ (grandma of the
jungle) as she succeeded in saving many tribal lives in the isolated jungle. She
maintains that nature has the panacea for all ailments and that living harmo-
niously with nature was her secret to life spread longevity. Lakshmikutty Amma
came to the limelight in 1995 when she received the ‘Nattu Vaidya Ratna’
from the Kerala Government. She has won many awards including an award
from Indian Biodiversity Congress in 2016. One of her dreams is to convert
her hut into a small hospital where the patient could get sufficient care. She
also wishes for proper roads into the forest because she believes that it was the
absence of access roads that denied timely medical aid when her elder son
was hurt. Apart from being a herbalist she is also known for her poems and
writings which have been published by the DC Books. But despite all her
achievements Lakshmikutty Amma lives in difficult circumstances and refuses to
leave the jungle as she believes that the forest is an integral part of her identity
and that it instills courage in her.
